United Material Management of Leominster, LLC (UMML) is hosting a Public Information Meeting for
its proposed permit modification at its existing transfer station located at 200 Tanzio Road, Leominster,
Massachusetts. UMML representatives will present a project overview, benefits, impacts, alternatives,
and next steps. There will be opportunities for public comments and questions following the formal
presentation.

UMML is a state-of-the-art municipal solid waste (MSW) and construction & demolition (C&D) waste
handling and transfer station with an integrated rail line. The facility specializes in the recycling of
C&D debris and the transfer of residuals for responsible end disposal. In order to meet the growing
demand for waste handling in Massachusetts, UMML is proposing a project, subject to Massachusetts
Environmental Policy Act (MEPA) review, that will increase the daily handling capacity at its current
facility. The facility will not require any building expansion to accommodate the increased handling
capacity. UMML is currently permitted to process up to 1,000 tons of waste per day (TPD). This project
would increase that capacity to 1,500 TPD.

actuales. La instalacion no requerird ninguna expansion del edificio para adaptarse al aumento de la
capacidad de manipulacién. Actualmente, UMML tiene permiso para procesar hasta 1,000 toneladas de
desechos por dia (TPD). Este proyecto aumentaria esa capacidad a 1,500 TPD.
